Rules of entry

1
Cement must be used as the main binding material of the artwork.  Other materials such as wood, bronze, glass, etc. may be incorporated in the artwork, but a technically sound artwork must be entered.

2
A maximum of two artworks per artist may be submitted photographically, digital or print.   

3
A minimum of five photographs of each artwork together with a supporting proposal 
must be submitted.  Digital photographs can be e-mailed to 

concretesculptor@ppc.co.za in JPEG format, the whole proposal may not be bigger 
than 5 megabites.

4
A single artwork must not be larger than 2m x 2m in any direction.

· Artworks that consist of several parts must be accompanied by simple assembly and disassembly instructions (the artist must also be available to assist if necessary).

· Delicate or breakable artworks must be installed by the artist.

· The selection panel and/or organisers reserves the right to refuse artworks that do not match the photographs submitted and which are difficult to handle.

· In accordance with museum regulations, artworks may not be dangerous or potentially dangerous, nor shall they be of a nature that may cause injury or damage to persons or property.    

· Only original artworks will be accepted.

· Please do not enter any unfinished artworks.

· The artists whose artworks are selected for the exhibition must be prepared to sell their artworks.

· Artworks must not be older than one year and may not have been entered for other competitions.

An entry fee of R30,00 per artwork is payable to the Association of Arts Pretoria.

The Association of Arts Pretoria will not accept responsibility for loss, theft or damage to artworks. Insurance, if required, is to be arranged by the artist.
